The Numicon Project is a collaborative endeavour to facilitate children’s
understanding and enjoyment of maths.

The Project was founded in the daily experience of intelligent children having
real difficulty with maths, the frequent underestimation of the complexity of the
ideas that we ask young children to face and a recognition of the importance
of maths to them and to society as a whole.

We appreciate the complexity of these early number ideas and seek to foster
the self-belief necessary to achieve in the face of difficulty; we are not about
‘making maths easy’.

We believe that the combination of action, imagery and conversation helps
children to structure their experiences, which is such a vital skill for both their
mathematical and their overall development.

By watching and listening to what children do and say, we and many others
are finding that our developing multi-sensory approach provides learners with
the opportunity to play to their strengths, thereby releasing their potential to
enjoy, understand and achieve in maths.

This ‘enjoyment’ in achievement is also shared by teachers and parents.

We strive to support teachers’ subject knowledge and pedagogy with teaching
materials, training and ongoing feedback as we continue to develop a better
understanding of how we can work together to encourage all learners in the
vital early stages of their own mathematical journey.
